Selection Process

Both active members of TAO and members of the community at large may submit plays for consideration to
the TAO Play Selection Committee. Submitted plays will be read by the selection committee and considered
for production based on their content, feasibility, and alignment with TAO’s Mission Statement. The Play
Selection Committee will read all submissions and generate a packet of suggested plays for the upcoming
season. The list will be submitted to the TAO Board of Directors for final approval.

The Play Selection Committee consists of:
e Committee Chair: The Chair of the Play Selection Committee also serves on the TAO Board.
e Members from the TAO membership at large: These may or may not be board members.
o If a member of the selection committee submits a play, it will be given the same consideration as
other plays submitted, and will be judged purely on merit.
